An	extension	of	1	month	is	available	at	no	charge)	–conditions	apply:	The	extension	can	only	be	granted	if	it	
the	enrolment	period	does	not	exceed	2	academic	years	&	enrolment	started	on	or	near	the	January	of	the	academic	
year.

In	order	to	qualify	for	the	Aperfield	Montessori	Diploma,	Full	distance	students	in	addition	to	completing	all	
assignments	will	have	to	attend	a	Practical	Workshop	of	88	hours	at	one	of	the	centres	in	New	Zealand,	and	to	
undergo	a	Practical	and	Oral	Assessment.	To	gain	maximum	benefit	from	a	full	practical	workshop,	students	are	
advised	to	have	completed	at	least	Book	1	and	2;	however	attendance	can	be	credited	for	all	four	books	if	a	
minimum	of	Book	1	has	been	completed.	If	Book	1	and	2	have	been	completed,	then	the	student,	may	sit	the	
practical	demonstration	for	all	4	Montessori	courses.
